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We are continuing to learn all about Transport- ‘Land, Air and Sea’. The children have really engaged in this topic and over the next few weeks, we have many more activities planned. 

Next week we will be learning all about different work vehicles such as: ambulance, police, fire engines and farm machinery. The children will be carrying out some transport surveys.  We will also be looking at transport around the city, such as the underground train, buses, trains and bikes. 

We will then be moving on to learn all about transport on the sea. The children will make their own sailing boats and we will race them, exploring different ways to make them move. We will be talking about lifeboats and how to stay safe on the beach. 

We will read the story ‘Noah’s Ark’

We do ask that children have sun cream applied before attending their sessions, and we will reapply throughout the day if needed.
